A MESSAGE FOR YOU
Will You Be the Voice?

During the week of January 8", the 6-8" grade R.E. students had life issues nights in anticipation of a
Sunday many of us unfortunately forget each year...Sanctity of Life Sunday. We started to talk about
what our Church teaches about the sanctity of life and how God will NEVER make another person just
like them, that He has a special plan for each of them, and that all life from the moment of conception
until naural death should be respected and protected.

Bobi Martinez, the presenter of the evening, gave some questions for discussion which included, “If a
doctor recommended abortion to a pregnant mom whose baby may be born with a life threatening
condition, why is that not a proper recommendation?”” “Why are you also guilty of disrespecting
someone’s life at school if you laugh along or do nothing when another is being bullied or constantly
made fun of?”” and “If someone is unhappy in life or terminally ill, is suicide okay to consider? Why or
Why not? And how is our society becoming more accepting or even sometimes glamorizing it?”’

Each group then presented a summary of what their group discussed, and many had insightful, mature
answers:

*We think that God wants all to live and there might be a cure to what is wrong
with a baby or perhaps the diagnosis is wrong

*We believed it is not the doctor’s place to decide if the baby lives or dies

eSuicide is never cool and that you would be missed and no matter how alone
one might feel to remember at least one person would be sad and miss you a lot

eNeeding to tell an adult if someone struggles with suicide thought, whether at
school, home, or church

«We choose not to laugh and go along with what is being done to them

*We need to speak up and defend them when it happens

eWe could be the person’s friend that is being bullied to assure them they are not alone

The night ended with Taylor Martinez (former CTK student) sharing her experience in pro-life ministry
throughout her life and encouraged the children to use their gifts, whether by speaking out or by how they
act, to show respect for life and to know their faith so they can share with others in high school and
college, and not to be afraid to be proud to be Catholic. As she said to them, "You need to believe in
something or you’ll fall for anything." We concluded by praying for someone we each thought could use
God’s blessings and graces and children took blank colored paper strips to write thank you’s and
encouraging notes to someone special in their lives.

We have many bright students, and we are glad they were all born! God has great plans for their lives.

La noche termin6 con Taylor Martinez (exalumna de CTK) quien compartié su experiencia en el
ministerio pro-vida durante su vida y alent6 a los nifios a usar sus talentos, ya sea al decir algo, o con sus
acciones para mostrar respeto a la vida, y que deben conocer su fe para que asi puedan compartir con los
demas en la prepa o en la universidad, y no tener miedo y estar orgullosos de ser Catolicos.
