Unity — None of us is as good as all of us. Members of the Knights of Columbus know that
together we accomplish far more than any one person could individually. This is exemplified by
volunteerism for school functions, parish events, Mass proceedings, annual fish fries, raffles,
tootsie roll drives and the Special Olympics. The Knights have fun with these events where
time, talent, and money are contributed to charities and parish ministries.
