Palm Sunday of the Lord’s Passion
To ensure that we make this week holy, we need to live according to the
teachings of our Lord Jesus Christ. Father Peter John Cameron writes: “At the
moment of the betrayal in the Garden of Gethsemane, Jesus says to his
apostle, “Put your sword back into its sheath.” To participate worthily in the
passion of Jesus Christ means putting an end to all the aggression, anger,
antagonism, resentment, and hostility that commandeers our life. Christians
do not live by impulse, by violence, or by whim of egoistic will. To do so is to
betray the truth of the Gospel. Rather, we are called to live by faith.”
During this time of the coronavirus pandemic, it is perhaps more important
than ever to remember that God loves us and is with us every step of the way.
God’s love is revealed to us most perfectly in the life, death and resurrection
of Jesus Christ.
