A MESSAGE FOR YOU

Happy Easter to All!
“This 1s the day the Lord has made; let us rejoice and be glad.” Easter is the
great celebration of victory of life over death.
What a joy to celebrate when darkness is met by the dawn, when every tear is
wiped away and there is no sorrow anymore. When our Lord, Jesus Christ,
who suffered and died, rose from the dead and he comes and meets us.
Although the first meeting between Mary and Jesus is not recorded in the
Bible, we Catholics believe that Mary was one of the first people whom Jesus
met after he rose from the dead. St. Ignatius in his Spiritual Exercises
mentioned about this meeting. St. John Paul II, in his general audience of
Wednesday, 21 May 1997, offered several reasons for concluding that the first
person to see the resurrected Lord was His Mother, the Blessed Virgin Mary.
Although this is not a de fide teaching, that is, leaving the Catholics free to
believe it or not — he said, there is much spiritual fruit to be had by meditating
on this point.
Let us rejoice and be glad. Grieve no more. Jesus is Risen. St. Paul in his
letter to the Corinthians (5: 6b-8) tells us to grieve no more. He says that we
are like unleavened bread now. Jesus has purified us and taken out the leaven
that was old and tainted. We have to start again by removing away a life
marred by malice and wickedness as they did the old yeast and begin anew
with sincerity and truth. If leaven causes bread and us to rise, it is Jesus who
will also cause us to rise... with Him!
I would like to share this story. A Catholic pilgrim and a non-Christian having
a conversation. The non-Christian wanted to impress the Catholic with what
he considered to be the superiority of their religion. So he said, “When we go
to our Holy Land, we at least find a coffin, but when you Christians go to
Jerusalem, you find nothing but an empty tomb.” To this the Catholic replied,
“That is just the difference, your Prophet is dead and in his coffin. But Christ
is Risen and all power in heaven and on earth is given to Him! He is alive
forevermore!”
